Randa Noble from the Rockford Rescue Mission 

 
Randa Noble, the fund development director for the 
Rockford Rescue Mission was present today to give 
us an update on the last year at the mission. 
They have opened the Restoration Café, which serves 
breakfast and lunch, Mon. thru Fri.  This serves as 

occupational training for about 100 people, in 
addition to being a restaurant option for people of 
this community. 
 
They also took over the Red Cross homeless shelter 
and turned it into a facility for women and children 
with 50 beds.  This freed up space and they were 
able to add 83 beds in the men’s program. 
 
They also have a certified school on premise.  If a 
person has less than 5 credit hours left, they can 
study and receive a High School diploma. 
 
They run two thrift stores and a recycling program 
for leather, paper, cardboard and cloth. 
 
The Mission opened in 1964 and they have never 
missed serving a meal or offering a bed for those that 
come to the program.  It is a Christian based 12-
month recovery program, and when they have been 
clean and sober and gainfully employed or in school 
for six months, they are graduated. 
 
Their dream for the future is to build a facility within 
3-5 years to house 150-200 women and children on 
land already donated.  Please go to 
www.rockfordrescuemission.org to find ways you 
can help their cause. 
 
Jon Whitlock was Sgt. At Arms and presented us 
with some very difficult questions about dead poets.

The committee provides opportunities for members to learn 
more about other vocations through weekly guest speakers,  
member vocational talks and community service tours.
