She found that she enjoyed
the work and pretty soon was a nenber of
the Illinois State Police. Bef ore she
could join the SCI Ofice she had to spend

2 years “on the road”. Rebecca told the
group she was very happy to leave the
“road” and really enjoys crime scene

i nvestigation. The Illinois State Police
SClI provide crime scene investigations to
any nunber of police agencies, sheriff’s,

other Illinois State Police districts and
Feder al agenci es t hr oughout Nor t hern
I11inois. They exam ne, i nterpret,
phot ograph, neasure and sketch a crine
scene. They also property collect,

package and mark physical evidence of the
crime for |aboratory subnission and appear
in court for testinony. The job of the
ISP CSI Ofice is ONLY to collect evidence

— they do not analyze or interpret the
findings. Sone of the services of the CSI
that are provided free to other agencies
ar e..phot ogr aphs of crime scene and
aut opsy, evi dence property packaged,
receipt of itens collected (chain of
ownership), crime scene report, and crinme

scene di agrans.
